W illiam “Bill” Wah Hee Siu, 88, of Honolulu, Hawaii, passed away, Tuesday,

May 14, 2019 at Nuuanu Hale Care Home Facility.

Bill was born on October 27, 1930 in Honolulu, Hawaii to In Sung and Mary Siu. He graduated

from Roosevelt High School in 1948, and graduated from the University of Hawaii Manoa with a
Bachelor’s Degree in Psychology in 1952 and a Master’s Degree in social work in 1954. He served
